“Unlike cinema,” Alfred Hitchcock once said, “with television there is no time for suspense, you can only have surprise.” Veni Vidi Video features fifteen short video works that emphasize the immediacy and accessibility of video art today.  The works are divided into three thematic programs: Abstraction, Pop and Migration.  Abstraction addresses the technological possibilities of video as a formal medium akin to painting.  Works featured in Pop center around music video, performance and popular culture.  Migration includes narrative works on immigration, urban life and globalization.  

Organized by Christine Y. Kim, Veni Vidi Video is the first in a series of exhibitions specific to video art at The Studio Museum in Harlem.  Viewable from the museum’s façade and installed in the lobby, the programs run on three separate monitors that loop 24-hours a day. Each cycle lasts approximately fifteen minutes.  Participating artists are Derrick Adams, Mawuli Afatsiawo, Kenseth Armstead, Iona Brown, Jonathan Calm, Tony Cokes, Kevin Everson, Rico Gatson, Wayne Hodge, Rodney McMillan and Clifford Owens.
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
